CHARACTERS OF A TRAGIC HERO
· Noble birth
· The hero has a character of noble stature;
·  Has greatness – 
· Occupy a "high" status position but also embody nobility and virtue as part of his innate character
· God’s intervention (supreme being)
· Birth foretold by the gods
· Life has gods hand in it
· High societal standing
· The hero is pre-eminently great but not perfect 
· People see in him someone who is essentially like them, although elevated to a higher position in society
· Strong will 
· The hero's downfall is partially his own fault, 
· The result of free choice, not of accident or some malignant fate (debatable)
·  The tragedy is usually triggered by the character's hamartia, an error in judgement that contributes to the hero's lack of perfection
· Makes an error of judgment
· The hero's misfortune is not wholly deserved 
· Punishment exceeds crime 
· Evoke Pity and Fear
· Moment of Discovery - The hero's fall is not pure loss - he gains in self-knowledge, or discovers something.
· The hero’s discovery and life experience evokes in the audience a sense of pity or fear.
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
