Introduction: (2 Minutes)
Oral questions and answers
The teacher asks the pupils to imagine a scenario where the police officer stops a bus driver for overcrowding. The driver approaches the officer in a hide out and the officer lets him go instead of impounding his vehicle. So pupils what do you think happened between the police officer and the driver for letting the driver leave without a ticket or without being booked?
Find out from the pupils what name is given to the practice by the officer for letting the driver go instead of impounding his vehicle?
Question
Pupils, what do we call the practice of giving money, valuables or rendering of a service to someone in return for a favour.
Expected answer: 
The practice of giving of money, valuables or rendering of a service to someone in return for a favour is called corruption.

expected answers
I. Corruption is the giving of money, valuables or rendering a service to someone in return for a favour.

Corruption is an act or practice marked by dishonest and abuse of one’s position or power. 

II. Forms of corruption 

a) Cash payment and receipts
b) Kick back
c) Payment in kind
d) commissions

III. a) Cash payment and receipts is the most common form of corruption. It involves giving or accepting money in return for a favour by a public officer. For instance, giving a bribe in order to be paid a loan or an advance.
 
b) Kick back involves the rendering of a service in return for a favour by a public officer. This is commonly known as kick back.

[bookmark: _GoBack]c) Payment in kind – this is where one demands a favour for an action done. For example, someone may abuse his or her official position for personal gain or benefit such as demanding for sex in return for employment offer.

d) Commission – soliciting (asking) to be dubiously given a commission as an ‘appreciation fee’ for rewarding a contract.

	Lesson development stage 4
The Anti-Corruption Commission Act of Zambia, No. 42 of 1996 defines corruption as soliciting, accepting, obtaining, giving, promising or offering gratification by way of a bribe or any other personal temptations or inducement or misuse and abuse of public office for personal gain or benefit.

Corruption can also be defined as an abuse of one’s official position for personal gain or benefit.

There are different forms of corruption and these forms involve human rights violations and lack of transparency and accountability in the use of public authority and resources. The following are the most common forms of corruption:   
a) Cash payment and receipt – this involves giving or accepting money with the motive of receiving a favour in return. For example, bribery is the offering of something which is most often money but can also be goods or services in order to gain an unfair advantage

b) Kick back – a kickback is an illegal payment intended as compensation for preferential treatment or any other type of improper services received. The kickback may be money, a gift, credit, or anything of value. Paying or receiving kickbacks is a corrupt practice that interferes with an employee's or a public official’s ability to make unbiased decisions. For example, the bookkeeper for a business or government office might approve an invoice for goods, knowing that the bill is inflated. The seller of the goods might then pay the bookkeeper part of the difference (or some other kind of reward). Thus, Kickback schemes are among the most difficult white-collar crimes to detect and investigate.


c) Payment in kind – these include obtaining sexual favours in order to do something or gain something or it may be obtaining material goods and services such as a car or house.

d) Commissions – this usually occurs when a public officer asks to be given an ‘appreciation fee’ for rewarding a contract. This is evident especially in public procurement of goods and services or award of contracts, illegal curtail schemes or illegal business transactions that involve large amounts of money.
