Properties of Sedimentary Rocks (Texture and Composition)
Upon your return from the field work, it is important that rocks collected from the field are made into thin sections for laboratory study.  During this study you are expected to describe your hand specimens as well as their corresponding thin sections.

This lab therefore introduces you to describing rock hand specimens and their corresponding thin sections.  You are therefore requested to do the following:
Describe the 8 hand specimens provided and their corresponding thin sections in terms of the following:

(a) textures (brief)

(b) composition (brief)

Using appropriate classification schemes, name and classify the 8 samples, and outline the possible transporting media, sources / provenance and sedimentary environment of deposition.
