TOPIC SIX - REFERENCING IN HISTORY

· Referencing means acknowledging sources of information. 
· In all academic pieces of work that you write you must acknowledge all the ideas that are not your own but are from other people’s works; such as books, journal articles, interviews, chapters in books, newspapers, and all other sources not written by you. 
· You are required to give references for all academic papers that you write, in form of assignments, long papers, dissertations and theses.  Referencing means acknowledging sources of information.
· This is done by way of writing footnotes or endnotes and bibliography. 
· However, in most history papers like assignments and seminar papers, it is recommended to use footnotes rather than endnotes. Footnotes are easier to manage than endnotes, especially for readers of your work.
· In History writing you should use footnotes to acknowledge sources of directly quoted and other ideas not directly quoted in your essays or assignments that contribute to building up your academic essay or paper. 
· These ideas from other people’s works are intended to support, strengthen and validate the arguments you put across in your essays or assignments.
·  Thereafter, you should write a bibliography of all the works (source) from which you obtain your foot note references. 
· The writing of bibliography is mandatory in all History papers. 

· DEFINITIONS

· FOOTNOTE - is a note written at the foot/bottom of a page in reference to quoted material on that page /to explain something on that page. 
· ENDNOTE - is a note written at the end of the essay or written work in reference to quoted material or to explain a point in that essay/written work. 
The foot notes are always chronologically numbered.
· BIBLIOGRAPHY –is a list of the sources referred to (or quoted from) in a scholarly work, typically printed in the alphabetical order of the surnames of the authors.
FOOT NOTES

· When writing Foot notes, we begin by writing the Author’s first name/ or initials while when writing bibliography, we begin with the surname. Titles in both Footnotes and Bibliography can be bold or underlined or in italics.
